According to OSHA, the intensity of visible light 
and radiant energy produced by operations varies 
depending on the task, the electrode size, and the 
arc current. Workers involved in welding, cutting, 
and brazing operations must use appropriate 
welding protection depending on specific  
welding operations.

Only filter lenses with the appropriate shade number 
will provide protection against optical radiation. 
Filter lenses must coincide to specific radiant energy 
exposure. Welding protectors are constructed of 
heat resistant material such as vulcanized fiber or 
fiberglass and fitted with a filtered lens to protect 
workers’ eyes from burns caused by infrared or 
other intense radiant energy. These devices protect 
the eyes and face from flying sparks, metal spatter, 
and slag chips produced during welding, brazing, 
soldering, and cutting.

Welding helmets are secondary protectors intended 
to shield the eyes and face from optical radiation, 
heat, and impact. Use welding helmets in addition 
to primary protection such as safety spectacles or 
goggles to provide adequate protection.

HOW DO I CHOOSE THE RIGHT WELDING BLANKET FOR THE JOB?

With so many different materials, sizes and functions, it’s very difficult to decide what type 
of welding blanket you might need for the job. When you are unsure of the right style for 
you, it’s good to start with some basic questions:

What constant, intermittent, and melting temperature are you working with?
•	 Constant Temperature—The maximum temperature a blanket can withstand for the  

entire duration of the application. Sometimes this is referred to as “service temperature”  
or “working temperature.”

•	 Intermittent Temperature—The temperature the fabric can withstand for short durations 
without damage.

•	 Melting Temperature—The temperature where the fabric is physically damaged due to 
prolonged exposure.

What is ANSI/ISEA 107-15 American National Standard for High Visibility Safety 
Apparel and Accessories?

The latest ANSI/ISEA 107-15 version consolidates the requirements of ANSI/
ISEA 107-2010 and ANSI/ISEA 207, American National Standard for High-Visibility 
Public Safety Vests, in an effort to establish a single comprehensive document 
that considers all occupational tasks. The standard continues to present three 
performance classes of garments based on the amount of visible materials and 
design attributes incorporated into the final configuration, and identifies garment 
types based on expected use settings and work activities being performed. These 
are designated as off-road (type O), roadway and temporary traffic control (type R), 
or public safety activities (type P). For a detailed explanation of these standards, 
visit  
www.safetyequipment.org/ansiisea-107-2015.

Listed below is a simplified explanation of the ANSI/ISEA 107-15 classes  
of garments:

CLASS 1—TYPE O (Off Road)

Class 1 safety apparel are for workers whose jobs puts them at the lowest risk level. 
These would be for environments where traffic is traveling at or below 25 mph and 
work is taking place at a safe distance from a roadway. An example of this type of 
work would be sidewalk repair in a small residential neighborhood.

According to ANSI, in order for a vest to qualify as a Class 1 Type O safety apparel, 
it must have 217 square inches of background material in safety yellow or safety 
orange and have a minimum of 155 square inches of reflective tape. These reflective 
stripes must go around the middle of the vest as well as over the shoulder. These 
ANSI safety vests are designed to cover the torso only and do not require sleeves.

As defined by ANSI, “Performance Class 1 provides the minimum amount of 
high-visibility materials required to differentiate the wearer visually from non-
complex work environments, in scenarios in which the struck-by hazards will 
not be approaching at roadway speeds, and therefore operative detection and 
identification distances.”

	� Basic harness or safety tape over the shoulders and encircling the waist.
	� Suitable in less complex work areas where workers are separated from car and 

truck traffic.
	� Example: Class 1 = Class 1 tape configuration + non-retroreflective  

background material.

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ANSI/ISEA 107-15 AMERICAN NATIONAL STANDARD FOR 
HIGH-VISIBILITY SAFETY APPAREL AND ACCESSORIES 

CLASS 2—TYPE R and/or P (Roadway, Temporary Traffic Control, and/or Public Safety

Class 2 safety apparel is intended for working environments that pose a greater risk 
than Class 1. This can include workers who are on a roadway where traffic is moving 
under 50 mph. This apparel is larger than their Class 1 counterparts because they 
require more high visibility and reflective areas to be present. A Class 2 vest, for 
example, must have at least 775 square inches of safety yellow or safety orange 
background material and 201 square inches of reflective striping. Class 2 apparel 
are commonly worn by survey crews, airport baggage handlers, and school crossing 
guards. 

	� Full coverage of the upper torso including front, back, sides and over  
the shoulders. 

	� The background material must be high visibility. 
	� For use in more complex or low-light work areas requiring greater visibility.
	� Example: Class 2 = Class 2 tape configuration + retroreflective  

background material.

CLASS 3—TYPE R and/or P (Roadway, Temporary Traffic Control, and/or Public Safety

Class 3 safety apparel is reserved for people working in the most dangerous 
environments where visibility is the highest priority. This includes roadways where traffic 
is traveling in excess of 50 mph, but it can also apply to emergency personnel or tow 
truck operators working in extreme weather conditions where visibility is at a minimum.

Class 3 ANSI approved safety apparel requires the most background fabric and 
reflective striping. The standard includes 1,240 square inches of safety yellow or safety 
orange background with 310 square inches of reflective striping.

As defined by ANSI, “Performance Class 3 can offer greater visibility to the wearer 
in both complex backgrounds and through a full range of body movements by 
mandatory placement of background, retroreflective and combined-performance 
materials on sleeves and pant legs (if present). Regardless of the area of materials 
used, a sleeveless garment or vest alone shall not be considered Performance Class 
3.”

	� A Class 2 garment combined with arm and leg bands.
	� The background material must be high visibility to the standard. 
	� Hi-Vis coveralls meet this standard; safety jackets (Class 2) and pants (Class E) 

can be worn combined, or arm/leg bands can be added to Class 2 garments, to 
attain Class 3. 

	� Suitable for use in complex work areas where low light, fast-moving traffic and 
inclement weather are safety factors.

Certified to ANSI 
means that the product has been tested and certified by a third party testing facility that have meet all the requirements of ISO 17025.

What is Fall Protection?
Fall Protection refers to a series of regulated products or systems designed to protect workers from the risk of falls when working  
at height.
Types of Fall Protection
There are three basic types of fall protection available on the market:

Fall Restraint—Comprised of products or equipment which prevent a free fall from happening in the first place. The fall 
restraint system is designed to prevent a worker from ever reaching the edge or drop-off point when working at heights. 
Common examples: Guard Rails or Restraint Lanyards connected to Full Body Harnesses that are shorter in length than the 
distance from the Anchor Point to the Drop-Off Point.

Fall Arrest—Comprised of products, equipment or systems which stop a free fall once it occurs. These products are carefully 
designed and tested to stop a falling worker with minimal risk of injury. Common examples: Full Body Harnesses connected 
to Shock Absorbing Lanyards, or Self-Retracting Lifelines that are connected to an approved Anchor Point.

Work Positioning—Comprised of products or equipment which support or suspend a worker in order to allow the worker  
to be positioned at their working point hands-free. Common examples: Rebar Chain Assembly, Boatswain's Chairs,  
Descent Controllers.

Know Your ABCs
Fall protection systems are designed to prevent contacting a lower level if you fall from a height. There are several key components to 
these systems and it is important to know the basics.

A = Anchorage Connectors—The Anchorage is an engineered product which connects to some form of structure. The 
combination of these two critical components must be capable of withstanding the forces incurred during a fall. In North 
America, these components must be capable of withstanding a minimum 5,000 lb (22 kN) of force. Common examples: 
Anchor Slings, Fixed D-Rings, Beam Anchors, Concrete Hole Anchors, Carabiners.

B = Body Support—The Body Support is the component that is worn on or around the torso. There are two types of  
Body Support:

Restraint Belt:
Belt that is installed at the waist and used for worker positioning and travel restraint. A Restraint Belt must NEVER be used for  
fall arrest.

Full Body Harness:
A Full Body Harness is a body support device that is installed on the entire body and is designed to distribute the forces of a 
fall to the shoulders, thighs and pelvis.

All Full Body Harnesses have a back D-ring designed for the fall arrest connection point. Other styles of Full Body Harnesses 
are available with other attachment points such as side D-rings for work positioning, a frontal D-ring for ladder climbing, 
and shoulder D-rings for confined space work. Some styles of harnesses can also have a combination of all or some of these 
attachment points, for example our Class APLE has the following connection points: (1) back D-ring, (2) side D-rings, (1) 
frontal D-ring and (2) shoulder D-rings.

Full Body Harnesses are the only accepted body support to be used for a fall arrest application. NEVER use a Restraint Belt in 
a fall arrest application.

C = Connectors—Connectors are the engineered components that connect the Body Harness or Body Belt to the appropriate 
Anchorage. Common examples: Shock Absorbing Lanyards, Self-Retracting Lifelines (SRLs), Restraint Lanyards, Lifelines.

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There are different styles of SRLs that can be used for different applications. It is important to consider the specific application when 
choosing an SRL. Knowing the type of work environment, where the attachment point of the SRL is located on the job site, what the 
worker will be doing at heights and the required location of the fall protection will be crucial information to choosing the correct SRL. 
Below are questions to consider when choosing the appropriate SRL edge and where a fall hazard exists that could cause the lifeline to 
come into contact with the edge; for example, when working over structural steel or in high-rise concrete buildings under construction 
with open flooring.

Will the Installation of the SRL be Overhead (Vertical) or at Horizontal/Foot-Level (LE)?

Horizontal/Foot-Level (LE)
•	 If there is no anchorage point overhead to connect an SRL, you 

will likely be connecting at foot level or horizontally, also known 
as leading edge (LE) application

•	 A leading edge can be described as any sharp edge commonly 
found on a work site with which a cable or webbing connection 
could come into direct contact during a fall

•	 An SRL-LE device is an SRL that has enhanced design features for 
use in leading edge applications and must always be used for any 
leading edge application

Allowable Edges on Your SRL-LE Device?
•	 ANSI Z359 standard only requires leading edge testing over a  

steel sharp edge with radius of .005 inches to classify an SRL as 
leading edge approved. (Identified by the global sharp edge 
symbol below)

•	 ANSI Z359.14 standard does not cover testing over additional 
materials commonly found on many job sites, such as concrete 
edges, wood edges, paneled rounded fascia 

•	 It is important to be aware of additional edge materials that the 
lifeline might come in to contact with and verify if the SRL-LE can 
be used in that application with the manufacturer

Vertical (non-LE)
If the installation will be overhead or at shoulder level, you 
should determine the minimum fall clearance requirement on 
the job site to help identify the correct class of SRL you should 
be using. ANSI Z359 classifies an SRL as a CLASS A or CLASS B 
with the differences in arresting distances and average arrest 
forces indicated in the image below.
The extra 2-1/2 feet difference in arresting distance between 
ANSI Class A and B is a critical factor if you only have 6 feet fall 
clearance from the lower level (danger level).
